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As a new member to the CNC, I was very busy over the past year learning the ropes about the responsibilities of being the Nova Scotia representative to this group.  I’m pleased to say that I am finally starting to feel comfortable in the role.  This year, the CNC switched to a new means of conducting meetings and so we are now having one face-to-face meeting this year and communicating via teleconference every alternate month for the rest of the year.  This is a change from the previous schedule when the CNC used to meet twice yearly.  So far, it seems to be working well and doesn’t require as much travel on the part of members.

Some of the highlights of our business over the past year include:

· Selection of new members to the exam panels for General, Clinical Genetics and Diagnostic Cytology.

· Review of the language proficiency policy for prior learning assessment.  The standard set in October 2005 was re-affirmed.

· Francine Lanciault-Lun was named as the representative of the CNC Board of Directors.
· CNC agreed to accept World Evaluation Services as an alternative for credential evaluation for PLA for internationally trained applicants.

· Council approved a non-resident exam policy, effective June 2007, which will allow access to examination without compromising the exam integrity.

· CNC received the final capstone and executive summary for prior learning assessment and internationally trained medical laboratory technologists.  It is posted on the CSMLS website.
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
