CNC has implemented a new minimum score for TOEFL iBT for Prior Learning Assessment.  The score required for speaking is high which is in alignment with workplace expectations.

CNC was informed that the BOD for CSMLS has made the decision to publish the national certification examination pass rate.

Proposed implementation of a computer based national exam format has been moved forward to June 2008 to allow for timely communication to candidates.  Test sites will be established that may require students to travel out of province to write the national exam once the new format is implemented.

CSMLS will require all candidates applying to write national exams to provide proof of Canadian residency.  The CNC is currently developing more detailed information on this requirement for training programs.

The recruitment and training of ART reviewers will be featured in the Certification departments’ strategic initiatives for 2006.

The MLA Competency Review Committee has been appointed for 2006.
CNC will reduce the number of live meetings to once a year, starting in 2006, on a trial basis.

General MLT guiding document is planned to be available in September 2006, from the 2010 General Competency Profile Ad Hoc Transition Document Committee, for inclusion with the competency profile.

It was suggested that CSMLS review the opportunity for recognizing Pathology Assistants with the ART route through the use of a focus group in 2006.
There is a special meeting of the CNC set for Feb.24, 25, 2006 to review the PLAR process.  Since I am unable to attend, Joan MacLeod will represent Nova Scotia at this meeting.
