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In November of 2006, Carolyn Whitmore and I attended a Mutual Recognition Agreement meeting in Toronto.  The objectives were to: identify and address issues of concern relating to the MRA, facilitate the inclusion of Quebec, and recently regulated provinces as signatories and to review/update the agreement and make changes.  This did not happen.  The question of Quebec’s process equaling the standards (CSMLS Examinations) set by the other provinces and territories are at issue.

This issue was sent to a committee made up of the four original signatories.  They were to work with the group from HRSDC and LMCG to obtain the necessary information we need to continue with this agreement.
Carolyn and I participated in a conference call with the committee in February and no conclusion occurred. The process is still ongoing.
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
