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The Policy Committee was created to assist the incoming Chair of the Board of Directors and the Registrar. Progressive succession is not part of the NSCMLT Board structure. For example, the Vice Chair of the College does not automatically assume the role of Chair after the one year term is completed. To allow for some consistency and as a resource for the incoming Chair of the College, the outgoing Chair of the NSCMLT will assist the Board in the role of policy advisor to the Chair and Registrar for a term of 1 year.

The terms of reference for the policy committee have not been officially adopted, but to date consists of the Registrar, current Chair and the past Chair.

To date the following has been initiated.

· The Policy Committee has approached the Department of Health and the College of Physicians to work on a provincial standard for POCT (point of care testing) and DCT (decentralized testing).The College of Physicians and Nurses have agreed in principle to the provincial standard. The College is currently awaiting news from the Department of Health.

· As well, the Policy committee has completed a template for the creation of policies. Future policies will be identified by a numbering system.

· Policies regarding the staffing of our office with regards to harassment and safety have been identified. As well, a policy on privacy and confidentiality for the members of the College are being developed.
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
